THE EXHORTATION

P: Our waste and pollution of your creation, and our lack of concern for those who
come after us, we confess to you. C: Have mercy on us, O God.

P: Restore us, O God, and let your anger depart from us. C: Hear us, O God, for
your mercy is great.

P: Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, does not desire the death of
sinners, but rather that we may turn from our wickedness and live. Therefore, we
implore God to grant us true repentance and the Holy Spirit, that those things
which we do on this day and the rest of our life may be pure and holy, and that at
the last we may come to eternal joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
